Syracuse and make a left (south). The first traffic light is E. Union,
turn right (west). Continue west on the bridge over 1-25. On the west
side of the bridge there is a white elevator. Take this down to ground
level. From the elevator walk south until you are at the Belleview
Light Rail Station. Approximately a 5 - 10 minute walk.
