The University of Colorado implemented a new academic record system in 1988, The transcript of 2
student enrolled both hefors and after this implemantation may be composed of two separately formatted
transcripts. It “SEPARATE RECORD OF ADDITIONAL WORK ATTACHED" appears at the beginning
of a ranscript, both transcript formats must be present for the wanscript 1o be compiete.

TRANSCRIPT AUTHENTICITY

Atranscript is official when each page bears the preprinted Universilty seal and includes the signature
and title of the issuing authority. The transcript form will be in blue and will incorporate a background
design of the University's seal.

ISSUED TO STUDENT TRANSCRIPTS
The message “ISSUED TO STUDENT" will be printed on the transcript when the transcript is provided
directly 1o the student.

ACADEMIC CALENDAR

Beginring Fall 1951, all campuses are on & 16-week fall and spring semester system with the exception
of the Health Sciences Center, which ran baoth semester and quarter systems until Summer 2005, at
which lime gquarters were discontinued. Summer torms, Study Abroad Programs, and Correspondence
Study vary in length but are reporled in semester hours {or quarter hours for some Health Sciences
Center programs).

ELIGIBILITY TO RE-ENROLL
A student is eligible 1o re-enroll unless otherwise indicated.

GOOL STANDING
All students are considered to be in good standing unless statec atherwise on the transcript,

GRADE POINT AVERAGE (GPA)

Beginning 1988, the grade poini average {GPA] is shown by term. Beginning Fail 1993, a cumulalive
GPA s printad at the end of the last term attended. The GPA is computed by dividing the total GPA
peints by the total of GPA hours. The hours for courses with blank {***) grades or with grades of Y, P, H,
NC, WL IP, IW, IC, and IF are retincluded in the GPA hours. However, IFs that are not completed or
repeated within one year are changed to Fs and included in the hours for GPA calculation. Even when
completed, IF and W grades remain as previous grades and are printad 1o the nght of the final grades.
Before 1974, the grade of CN was counted as F in the GPA until the student made up the incomplste
work, "R designates repetilion of a course. All grades eamed in repealad courses are included in the
GPA unless ciherwise noted. Transfer creditis not included in the Univarsity of Colorado GPA, Beginning
Fall 1995, Dean’s List notations appear at the end of each term earned.

CUMULATIVE CREDITS

Before 1872, cumulative lotals were total hours and credit ponts used for calculation of the GPA only.
After 1988, cumulative credis include hours eamed and GPA based on the level of the student. Tne
credits are by undergraduate, graduate, graduate nondegree and professional levels. A student's
transcript may include crecits in more than one level.

TRANSFER CREDIT

Beginning 13608, accapted credit is labsled “Transfer Credit Applied”. Transfer credil converned fram
the prior University of Colorado system may appear as summary data at the end of the transcript.
Transfer credit on the transcrpt format of the pricr system is labeled “Advanced Standing™.

UNIVERSITY OF COLORADO STUDY ABROAD PROGRAMS

Beginning 1988, dashes are used afier the first digit of the course number, with the exception of short-
term discipline-specific eourses taught abroad, which appear in the catalog as “offered abroad only.”
The first digit designates level of the course,

Aithough actual dales of enroliment in academic year programs may vary, the courses are listed to
coincida with the CU calendar systam.

ACCREDITATION

Tha University of Colorado is acoredited by the North Central Association of Colleges and Secondary
Schools as a degree-granting institution at the baccalaureate, master’s, professional, and doctoral
levels.

DENVER CAMPUS COURSES:

Beginning 1970, students who were enrolled at the Denver Campus ol the University of Colorado
were also able to cross register for courses at Metropolitan State College and the Community College
of Denver. Courses during that periad of time can be identified on U ty of Colorado ipt:
by notations of "MSC", “CCD", or “4M" in the course titles. Beginning Spring 1988, Metropolitan State
College courses were not included in the University of Colorado grade point average but were included
in the hours earned at the University of Calorado. These courses are noted on the transcrint. Questions
regarding such listings shouid be referred te the University of Colorado at Denver Registrar's Office,
Courses noted with an R-, C- or D- in the title are part of the core curriculum in the College of Liberal
Arts and Sciences on the Denver Campus.

COURSE NUMBERING SYSTEM

From Fall 1975 to Summer 1988, courses numbered 0-99 were for remedial courses; 100-199 lor
freshmen; 200-299 for sophomores; 300-399 for juniors; 400-499 for seniors (open lo graduates);
500-599 for graduate (open to qualified undergraduates); 600-699 for graduates; 700 for masler's
thesis; 800 for doctor’s thesis.

From Fall 1975 to Summer 1988, only courses numbered 500 and above were for graduate credit.

{Exception: Independent Study courses were numbered 900-929 for lower division, 930-34% for upper
division, and 950-978 for graduate level.}

Baginning Summer 1988, the course numbering system changed from three-digit course numbers to
four-digit course numbers for all campuses except Coloradoe Springs. Courses sinca Summer 1988
are numbered 1000-2993 for lower division; 3000-4933 for upper division; 5000-8999 lor graduale,
master's level ar first and second year professional; and 7000-8332 for graduate, doctora! level or
third and fourth year professional:
